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It has come 1o the attention of Government that. there has recently been an exodus of
research scientists from the research institutes to public universities due o a number
of factors including the fact that public universities have an enhanced retirement age
As a consequence this office has been receiving  requests for enhancement of the

retirement age for research scientists working in research institutes and other related
institutions.

In order to ensure parity of treatment between scientists working in  public
universities and those working in rescarch institutes and fo stabilize the retention of
research scientists in the institutes, it has been decided that the current compulsory
retirement age of 55 years for scientists in research institutes be enhanced to 65 years
and that voluntary retirement be increased from 50 to 53 years

You are therefore, requested to ensure that all research institutes falling under your
Ministry implement the above decision with effect from 1* July, 2003
